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MORAL INTELLIGENCE
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Moral intelligence is the capacity to understand right from wrong and to behave based on the
value that is believed to be right
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Moral intelligence was first developed as a concept in 2005 by Doug Lennick and Fred Kiel, Ph.D.

Much of the research involved with moral intelligence agrees that this characteristic is
ability-based, rather than trait-based




Doug Lennick and Fred Kiel, Ph.D., authors of Moral Intelligence and the originators of the term,
identified four competencies of moral intelligence: integrity, responsibility, forgiveness, and
compassion.2

Lennick & Kiel's

Integrity what we know is right, always telling the truth

Taking personal responsibility, admitting mistakes and failures,
embracing responsibility for serving others
